BUSINESS:  
1. South Branch Park Update-  Mr. Sean Davis was not able to be in 

attendance but will be available for the next scheduled meeting on April 
28, 2008. 

 
2. Solid Waste and Recycling Initiatives-First Pubi c Workshop -This 

item was discussed at the Mayor and Town Council Retreat in March, 
and this meeting is the first public workshop to discuss the solid waste 
and recycling challenges that we face in the near future. Brad Dyjak, 
Intern for the Town of Sykesville was in attendance to give an 
abbreviated version of the presentation that he gave at the retreat. After 
Brad’s presentation there were some questions and discussion. There 
will be two additional public workshops on May 12, 2008 and June 9, 
2008. There was some additional discussion concerning the possibility of 
adding commercial recycling and steps to implement that possibility.  
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3. Public Safety Report- Chief Williams- Chief Williams was unable to 

attend this meeting. If there were any questions concerning the report 
covering the time period of March 24, 2008 thru April 13, 2008, he will 
address them at the next Mayor and Town meeting or through e-mail. 

 
4. Infrastructure Financing- Davenport & Company- Irma Bast, Town 

Treasurer, and Matthew Candland, Town Manager along with Dennis 
Hoover, Town Attorney have reviewed and discussed the questions from 
last Mayor and Town Council meeting and the suggestions to pursue 
other banks to see what they could offer the town. After pulling all 
information together she made the recommendation to the council to 
have Davenport serve as our broker to perform this task.   

 
5. Providing Wireless Access in the Town House Meet ing Room-  Town 

Manager, Matthew Candland gave a brief history and explanation 
concerning this agenda item. John Ellis, Town Webmaster was in 
attendance to offer his thoughts on how to best accomplish this. After 
some discussion and questions, Mr. Ellis offered to supply a router for 
the council room to make it wireless as sort of a dry run before moving 
forward and incurring any additional cost. This will also give us the 
opportunity to see the benefits of wireless access for the council.  

 
6. Water Conservation Resolution- Town Manager, Matthew Candland 

gave a brief explanation of this proposed resolution, to be adopted by 
Carroll County, that in short encourages residents to voluntarily conserve 
water from April to October. He stated that since we do not have our own 
water system, we use Carroll County; we approve the resolution for a 
show of unity with the County and other municipalities and support this 
effort. There were some questions, comments, and discussion from both 
public and council.

7. Commercial Solid Waste Rates- Adjustment for Inf lation for FY2009 -
Matthew Candland gave a brief explanation concerning this agenda item. 
He distributed a copy of the proposed rate increase and stated that the 
last increase to these fees was in 2006.  He recommended that we adjust 
our rates for inflation. He recommended that the proposed rates be 
introduced at this time and have a public hearing at the next meeting on 
April 28, 2008.   
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MOTION: Council member Ellis motioned and Council m ember Keenan seconded 

to introduce proposed Commercial Solid Waste Rates adjustment for 
inflation for FY 2009. 

    
   This motion carried unanimously. 
 

8. Economic Development Committee- Appointment- Town Manager, 
Matthew Candland, distributed a copy of a resume and letter of interest 
for Mr. James Kelley and recommended that the Mayor and Town 
Council approve the appointment of Mr. Kelley to this committee. Mr. 
Kelley’s appointment will complete this committee.

seconded to appoint Mr. James Kelley to the Economi c Development

9. Irma Bast/Joshua Pickett- Both Irma and Joshua have completed their 
six month probationary period. Town Manager, Matthew Candland 
recommended that both be appointed as permanent employees.
