Springfield Ave. and the surrounding area drains into Cooper Park. There
are a few drainage ditché&satcarry this water to the low part of Cooper
Park and then under Rt. 32 to the r@armwatemanagement facility at
Warfield.

Overthe years the water has eroded the ditches to the point where they at
more like small ravines. The Town hauled in stone that was donated by th
developer at th&aincliffe subdivision from the site to edge of Cooper

Park.

Thescouts than hauled the stone into the park and strategically placed the
stone in the ditch line to create several stops or mini dams. This will slow
the water down and prevent further erosion. As a ratalthridgesand
pathways near the ditches will be protected. Additionally, the stone stops
will capture silt and hopefully help fill in the small ravines a bit.
