These decisions 

can sometimes be challenging 

as Council members, staff and 

residents have various ideas on what the 

Town priorities should be.

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Project Update 

by Matt Candland, Town Manager  

I n the Fall newsletter I listed and de-
scribed the capital projects that were 

planned for fiscal year 2011 (July 1, 2010 through June 30, 
2011). In this article I would like provide an update on how 
these projects are coming along. 
 

Road Asphalt Overlays ï The Town budgeted ap-
proximately $140,000 to overlay (1) Norris Ave. from 
Obrecht Rd. to Kalorama, (2) Hawk Ridge Lane from Norris 
to Caracara Ct., (3) Caracara Court and (4) Kalorama Rd. 
from Spout Hill Road to Jennifer Way.  The Town awarded 
the job to M.T. Laney.  They completed the work in October 
for about $110,000. 
 

Police Vehicle ï The Town purchased a new Dodge 
Charger to replace a 2002 Dodge Intrepid that had a blown 
engine.  The vehicle was purchased on State contract for 
about $21,000.  The total cost, after fitting the car out, was 
about $27,000.  This purchase is being financed over five 
years. 
 

Jones Park Playground ï The Town was awarded 
an approximately $100,000 grant from the Community 
Parks and Playground Program (with no required Town 
match) to redevelop Jones Park.  The scope of the work in-
cluded new playground equipment, new rubberized surface 
underneath the playground equipment, new fencing, and 
repaving the pathway.  The job to replace the playground 

equipment and install the rubberized 
surface was awarded to West Recrea-
tion.  They completed their work in 
November.  It is anticipated that the 
paving work will be completed in late November and the 
fence work in December. 
 

Warfield Park Pathway ï The Town was awarded 
an approximately $37,000 grant from Program Open Space 
(which includes an approximately $2,000 Town match) to 
construct an additional segment of our asphalt pathway in 
Warfield Park.  We currently have about ¾ of a mile of 
pathway and hope to add an additional 1,000 to 2,000 feet.  
It is anticipated that this work will be completed in the 
spring of 2011. 
 

Relocated Building ï The Town has completed the 
exterior restoration of the 1880ôs building we moved last 
year.  The building is located directly across the street from 
the Post Office/Visitor Center.  We are currently working 
with Carroll Community Bank (formerly Sykesville Federal 
Bank) to move them into the building.  Should they decide 
not to locate into this building, the Town will likely place it 
on the market.  This project has been funded primarily with 
a $100,000 grant from the Community Legacy Program.  It 
has also included approximately $15,000 in Town funding.

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South Branch Park ï Historic Stone Buildingï The 
Town received a $100,000 grant from Howard County and 
another $100,000 grant from a State bond bill to help in the 
stabilization and redevelopment of South Branch Park.  This 
park is located directly across the river from downtown.  The 
property is owned by Howard County.  The Town has a 35 
year lease (at $1 per year) on the property.  Some of these 
funds have already been spent on site work and repairs on 
the brick warehouse. In October the Town awarded a con-
tract to Colossal Contractors, Inc. for approximately 
$47,000 to stabilize the exterior of the historic stone build-
ing, including a new roof, porch, and reconstructed addi-
tion.  It is believed that this stone building is one of the 
original buildings from the Sykes Mill that was owned and 
operated by James Sykes in the early to mid-1800ôs.  We ex-
pect this work to be completed by the middle of January. 
 

South Branch Park ï New Paved Entrance and 
Drainage Improvements ï In November E & T Concrete 
was awarded the job to construct a new paved entrance into 
South Branch Park.  This will allow us to close the existing 
entrance next to the Weigh Station building which was diffi-
cult to navigate given that the building blocked the view of 

oncoming traffic.  Additionally, drainage swales will be cre-
ated to improve drainage along West Friendship Rd.  The 
total cost of this project is approximately $14,000.  It is an-
ticipated that this work will be completed by the end of No-
vember. 
 

New Warfield Gateway Signs ï In October M. Jay 
Reisberg & Son, Inc. was awarded the job of constructing 
the footer and foundation for two new masonry gateway 
signs at the entrance of the Warfield Cultural and Com-
merce Center.  The Town is also working with the State 
Dept. of Corrections to use trustees who have been trained 
in masonry skills to construct the two masonry signs on the 
foundation constructed by Reisberg.  There is no cost for 
the trusteesô labor.  The total cost for construction is antici-
pated to be about $20,000 which will include the footer, 
foundation, traffic control on Rt. 32, building materials for 
the trustees, and the lettering to be installed on the sign.  By 
having the trustees construct the sign, thousands of dollars 
will be saved.  This project is being funded by the Warfield 
Development Corporation.     ǅ

A ll members of our community need to be aware of the snow 
emergency routes within our town.  During a declared snow 

emergency there is no parking on these designated routes.  Parking 
on these routes is both a violation of State Law, as well as Town 
Ordinance No.140-5.  The Sykesville Police Department will be 
enforcing these laws during a snow emergency. 
 
These laws allow for the removal of the violating vehicle at the 
ownerôs expense and for the issuing of a Town Citation with fines 
ranging from a minimum of $100.00 to $500.00.  As you can see 
these violations carry serious consequences.  We are providing the 
community with a list of our snow emergency routes: 
 
 Ordinance No. 140-5

Second Avenue (from Oklahoma Road to intersection at 
Spout Hill Road) 

 Obrecht Road 
 Spout Hill Road 
 Third Avenue

 Norris Avenue 
 Sandosky Road 
 Harlan Lane 
 Kalorama Road 
 
It is the policy of the Sykesville Police Department to enforce the 
snow emergency violations as follows: 

 
§ Any motor vehicle found to be in violation will 

be issued a citation. NO EXCEPTIONS. 
§ Any motor vehicle found to be blocking traffic 

will be towed and owner given a citation. 
§ First offense (class B violation) parked in viola-

tion.  Town Citation $100.00 fine, owner must 
remove vehicle. 

§ Second offense (class C violation) parked in 
violation. Town Citation, owner must remove 
vehicle.  A fine of $250.00 

§ All subsequent violations (class D violation) 
parked in violation.  Town citation vehicle will 
be towed at ownerôs expense.  A fine of $500.00. 

 
Please take time to notice the location of our snow emergency 
routes and plan accordingly.  Your cooperation goes along way in 
making for a safer community.  

 

Cell Phone Laws  

E ffective October 1, 2010, new 
cell phone laws went into ef-

fect for Maryland drivers.  In addi-
tion, since October 2009, Maryland 
drivers have been banned from text 
messaging while driving. 
 
Fines for texting and driving can be 
as high as $500 and texting is a 
primary offense.  This means a po-
lice officer can pull over a driver for 

that reason alone. 
 
The new cell phone law prohibits all Maryland drivers from using 
a cell phone without a hands-free device. 
 
Outside of these activities, a driver is not permitted to touch their 
phone.  The law goes further by prohibiting all use of cell phones 
by school bus drivers and drivers with learnerôs permits.   
The law does have an exception if the driver needs to call for help 
in an emergency situation.  Additionally, the law is a secondary 
offense, meaning the driver cannot be ticked for cell phone use 
unless the driver is pulled over for another reason.  The punish-
ment is a $40 fine for the first ticket and $100 after that.   
 
Please, if you must use your cell phone while driving, make sure 
you use a blue tooth or another hands-free device. 
 
All of us can be easily distracted when driving as we converse with 
passengers / children, listen to the radio, deal with traffic issues, 
ponder over issues at home and/or work, etc. Letôs eliminate one 
more distraction and keep both hands on the wheel.

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Public Saftey 

T his is the time of year deer 
and motor vehicles collide 

and cause damage to your car, 
personal injuries and at times, 
even fatalities.  A study con-
ducted by an affiliate of the In-

surance Institute for Highway Safety concluded animal collisions 
are nearly three times higher during the month of November.   
 
Deer activity or movements increase in the fall.  The hunting 
season and harvest time disturb the deer population and, as a 
result, deer activity increases.  In addition, we have entered the 
deer-mating season that occurs in October, November and De-
cember.  
 
To prevent collisions with deer, we encourage you to reduce your 
speed on roads and highways.  Pay close attention to ñanimal 
crossingò signs; where there is one deer, more may follow.  Re-
member, deer travel in herds and may suddenly appear out of no 
where; be watchful.  We ask all motorists to be aware of their 
surroundings, especially during dusk and dawn. 
 
Below are some preventive tips if you spot a deer while driving: 
 
 

¶ Honk your horn and flash your lights if a deer crosses your 
path, do not swerve.  This action could place you in the path of 
oncoming traffic or fixed objects. 
¶ Use your four-way hazard lights if you pull off the roadway; 
this will alert other drivers of your vehicleôs presence. 
¶ If hitting the deer is inevitable, brake until the last second 
and then let off the brakes. This will raise the front end of your 
vehicle and decrease the likelihood of the deer being launched 
into your windshield. 
If you spot one deer crossing the road, remember; they travel in 
herds. 

If you observe a struck deer along the road, contact the 
Sykesville Police Department at 410 795-0757.

I t was smallñby todayõs standards it was 
very smallñjust six bowling lanes com-

pared to the large bowling alleys of today 
that have four times that many lanes.  But in 
the decades of the 1950s, 60s, and 70s The 
Sykesville Bowling Center on Main Street 
was a beehive of activity. 
 
Todd Brown remembers òball boysó being 
paid either 10 cents or 25 cents a game, or 
maybe it was an hour, for setting the duck 
pins.  They would step on a peddle and short 
rods would come up through the floor so the 
pins could be set over top them, guarantee-
ing that they would be evenly spaced, then 
the peddle would be tripped and the rods 
would recede below the floorñno automatic 
pin setters in those days.  Then the boys 
would jump out of the way to avoid being hit 
by the flying pins. 
 
The bowling center had leagues, and also 
counter service for the convenience of the 
customers should they want a burger, hot 
dog, or a soda.  
Wayne Arring-
ton said they 
didnõt sell beer 
or liquor, but 
bowlers some-
times did bring 
their own 
òrefreshmentsó 
and enjoyed 
them along 
with their 
bowling.  For 
some reason, 
possibly a 
change in own-
ership, the cen-
ter was closed 
for a short 
time in the 

early 1960s, because the 
inserted picture appeared 
in a county paper to mark its reopening in 
1964.   
 
It was in a building about two doors away 
from the Fire Station on Main Street, and 
like many of Sykesvilleõs buildings on Main 
Street would be recycled a number of times.  
Originally it was an automobile garage with a 
steep ramp for driving cars up to a second 
floor show room according to local resident 
Howard Smith. After the bowling center 
closed, the building was turned into a restau-
rant called Crab Alley, and later another 
owner renamed it the Fire Bell Restaurant, 
probably because of its proximity to the Fire 
House on Main Street.  The building is still in 
use today looking none the worse for the 
wear.  Like the Pool Hall and the Lyceum 
Theater, the Bowling Center no longer exists 
except in the memories of those who once

Once There Was a Bowling Alley
